East Building Auditorium

During the first two weeks of April in 
conjunction with the 50th 
Anniversary of the National Gallery, 
a program of archival films and 
newsreels from the 1940s arid 1950s 
presents rare early glimpses of the 
museum, its staff, exhibitions, and 
events. Voices in Celebration^ an 
hour-long film providing a behind- 
the-scenes look at the National 
Gallery of Art, its operation and 
activities, will be shown throughout 
the month. The film, directed by 
A viva Slesin. is a tribute not only to 
the National Gallery, but to all 
museums, providing the viewer with 
an understanding of how museums 
work.

Starting April 6 and continuing 
through June, also in association

Here Conies Mr. Jordan, 194:1, directed by 
Alexander Hall, to be shown April 28 (The 
Museum of Modern Art/Film Stills Archive)

with the 50th Anniversary, a new- 
weekend series focuses on American 
films of the major Hollywood studios 
from 1937 to 1941 films that both 
reflected and affected American 
society during the period of the 
Gallery's founding. Most of the films 
in the series are from the collections 
of the Library of Gongress, the 
UCLA Film and Television Archive, 
and Turner Lntertainment Co. The 
films, therefore, reflect the efforts of 

these organizations to preserve the 
cinema of this era. Historian Douglas 
Gomery of the University of 

Maryland, who will introduce the 
opening film, assisted in the 
organization of the series.

Documentary films on architects 
noted for their contributions to the 

design of twentieth-century museums 
will be shown in an eight-part series 
beginning the week of April 22. 

James Stirling, Philip Johnson, 
Richard Meier, arid Ludwig Mies van

der Rolie are among those featured.

In honor of its 50th Anniversary, the 
National Gallery of Art takes a look 
at its history and origins in John 

Russell Pope and the Building of the 
National Caller)- of Art. The exhi­ 
bition includes original drawings, 
construction photographs, and 
archival materials relating to the 
West Building at the time, one of 
the largest marble buildings in the 
world which was dedicated on 
March 17, 1941. The exhibition also 
includes an audiovisual program on 
the career of West Building architect 
John Russell Pope, who was instru­ 
mental in the development of monu­ 
mental Washington and involved in 
art museums elsewhere. The Gal­ 
lery's original 522,500-square-foot 
finely crafted building of pink Ten­ 
nessee marble was the architect's last

undertaking and crowning glory. 
The exhibition is supported by a 
grant from The American Society 
of Neuroradiology.

This exhibition of 152 woodcuts, 
metalcuts, engravings, and etchings 
examines the many ways in which 
women were represented in prints of 
the fifteenth through seventeenth 
centuries. The works were made by a 
wide range of artists including Durer. 
Rembrandt. Callot. and Barocci. The 
prints are arranged in several major 
thematic sections, including the 
Virgin and Saints, the Worthies. Eve. 
Venus, Fortune, and Lovers. The 

juxtaposition of the prints in the 
exhibition gives them new vibrancy, 

while it conveys the widely held 
Renaissance view that women had 
two conflicting natures: good and 
evil, qumtessentially expressed by

Twentieth-Century 
Art
Through April 30, 1991 
Concourse, Upper Level, and 
Tower

A series of 25 galleries has been 

designed and built to accommodate a 
greatly expanded reinstallation of the 

twentieth-century collection, 
complemented by loans from private 
collections. Among the works 
presented are Family of Saltim- 

banques by Picasso, Lavender Mist 

by Jackson Pollock, and The 

Stations of the Cross bv Barnett 
Newman.

Some of the twentieth-century 
Concourse galleries will be closed 
due to the installation of the exhi­ 

bition, Rauschenberg Overseas 

Culture Interchange, which will be 
on display May 12 through Sep­ 
tember 2, 1991.

CLOSING EXHIBITION

The Art of Glass: Masterpieces from 
The Corning Museum
Extended through April 14, 1991 
East Building, Ground Floor

This survey of the artistic history of 
glass includes 121 exquisite pieces 
drawn from the most comprehensive 
collection of glass in the world at The 
Corning Museum of Glass, Corning, 
New York. The exhibition spans 
nearly thirty-five centuries of 

constantly evolving glassmaking 
technology and stylistic trends, from 
ancient Egyptian, Roman, Islamic, 
and Asian cultures, through con­ 
temporary American and European 
examples. Some of the glass objects 
emulate hard stones such as rock 
crystal, onyx, or agate, while others 
are delicately diamond-engraved and 

transparent glass. Famous pieces 
include the "Disch Kantharos," a 

fourth-century stemmed cup sur­ 
rounded by an elaborate open

cagework of clear glass found in 
Cologne in 1866; arid a "Hedwig" 
beaker, one of fourteen extant 
eleventh or twelfth-century Egyptian 

drinking vessels with carved figural 
decoration associated with Saint 
Hedwig, the patron saint of Silesia. 

Corning staff members Dwight P. 
Lanrnon, director and curator of 
European glass; David Whitehouse, 

curator of ancient and Islamic glass: 
Jane Shadel Spillman, curator of 

American glass; and Susanne K. 
Fraiitz, curator of twentieth-century 
glass, made the selection. A revised 
and enlarged edition of Robert J. 
Charleston's Masterpieces of Glass 

has been published in conjunction 
writh the exhibition.
