OPENING EXHIBITION

In the Light of Italy: 
Corot and Early 
Open-Air Painting

May 26 through September 2, 1996 
West Building, main floor galleries, 
74, 75, 76, 79, and 82

The achievements of the interna­ 
tional group of painters who assem­ 
bled in Rome and southern Italy at 
the end of the eighteenth century 
and the early years of the nineteenth 
century are presented through 
nearly 130 paintings. The exhibition 
traces this first school of open-air 
landscape painting, and its origins 
in the work of Pierre-Henri de 
Valenciennes and Thomas Jones, 
through its culmination in the 
Italian paintings of French painter 
Camille Corot (1796-1875). An 
important feature of the exhibition 
is a group of twenty of the finest 
Italian sketches and small finished 
view paintings made by Corot in 
Italy between 1825 and 18 28. 

Frequenting the same sites, 
these painters anticipated the fresh­ 
ness, immediacy, and sensitivity to 
changing light and atmosphere of

impressionism, as well as the radical 
compositional innovations of pho­ 
tography. The pioneers of this new 
outdoor painting, which became 
the norm for European landscape 
artists by the end of the nineteenth 
century, were, however, deeply

committed to the classical tradition 
and found their inspiration in the 
monuments of ancient Rome and 
the light and landscape of the 
Campagna and southern Italy.

The exhibition was organized 
by the National Gallery of Art,

Washington, and The Brooklyn 
Museum in association with the 
Saint Louis Art Museum.

CONTINUING EXHIBITION

Jan Steen: Painter 
and Storyteller

Through August 18,1906 
West Building, main floor, 
galleries 72, 73, 77, and 78

Forty-eight paintings by Jan Steen 
(1626 1679) explore the excep­ 
tional range of subject and style in 
this Dutch artist's body of work. 
Although Steen is one of the most 
admired Dutch artists, he is also 
one of the least understood. A 
masterful painter, with a touch 
that ranged from a very fine to a 
very coarse technique, he has been 
primarily identified as an artist 
of disorderly lowlife genre scenes. 
Steen, nevertheless, also painted 
sensitive portraits and refined 
images of upper-class life, as well 
as religious and mythological 
scenes. Although his wry and

humorous view of the world is 
seemingly at odds with the stolid 
image provided by virtually all 
other Dutch artists, no one before 
has fully explored the character of 
his images.

There has been no major exhibi­ 
tion of Steen's work since a retro­ 
spective at the Royal Cabinet 
of Paintings, Mauritshuis, The 
Hague, in 1959. Jan Steen is orga­ 
nized by the National Gallery of 
Art and the Rijksmuseum, Amster­ 
dam. Paintings are drawn from 
both these collections, as well as 
from other major public and pri­ 
vate collections in the United 
States and Europe.

CLOSING EXHIBITION

Harry Callahan

Through May 19,1996 
East Building, ground level

This exhibition of 118 photographs 
examines Harry Callahan's remark­ 
able contribution to American 
photography. Focusing on the 
numerous experiments he has 
made throughout his career, it 
demonstrates the unity of his art

and reveals the rich interchange 
that exists between his subject 
matter and his formal experiments.

A teacher at the Institute of 
Design in Chicago, Callahan 
(b. 1912) was a disciple of Moholy- 
Nagy and Ansel Adams. Con­ 
stantly exploring photographic 
possibilities, throughout his career 
he quietly but consistently exam­ 
ined new ways of looking at and 
presenting the world in his work. 
He has investigated the effects 
that can be achieved with multiple 
exposures, collage, and extreme 
contrast; at a time when few oth­ 
ers were interested in color pho­ 
tography, he has methodically 
pursued its potential. And yet, 
as this exhibition demonstrates, 
Callahan never undertook experi­ 
ments solely for their own sake, 
but rather, each new inquiry is 
prompted by his desire to express 
more fully "my feelings and visual 
relationship to the life within and 
about me."

CONTINUING EXHIBITION

Scenes of Daily Life: 
Genre Prints from the 
Housebook Master to 
Rembrandt van Rijn

Through August 18,1996 
West Building, main floor, 
gallery 78

This exhibition presents some 
forty Netherlandish prints from 
the National Gallery of Art's 
collection, dating from the late 
fifteenth to the late seventeenth 
centuries. It demonstrates that 
certain themes and motifs had a 
long life, although the character 
of the images was often adapted 
to fit the demands of changing 
morals, taste, or fashion. Although 
religious imagery dominated early 
printmaking, northern European 
printmakers also depicted profane

subjects from the beginning. These 
scenes of everyday life include 
lovers courting, peasants on their 
way to market, professions, and 
illustrations of proverbs. These 
appealing images were the prede­ 
cessors of the genre prints that 
became so popular in the Nether­ 
lands in the seventeenth century. 
In both periods these apparently 
simple scenes frequently had 
allegorical meanings.

The selection includes prints in 
various techniques and illustrated 
books. Among the artists repre­ 
sented are Israel van Meckenem, 
the Master of the Housebook, 
Lucas van Leyden, Albrecht Diirer, 
Rembrandt van Rijn, and Adriaen 
van Ostade.

The Robert and Jane 
Meyerhoff Collection: 
1945 to 1995

The Robert and Jane Meyerhoff 
Collection is among the finest and 
most extensive private collections 
of post- Wo rid War u art in the 
world. It is shown almost in its 
entirety, with about 190 works on 
view. The greatest strength of the 
Meyerhoff Collection lies in its 
concentrations of works by Jasper

Johns, Ellsworth Kelly, Roy Licht- 
enstein, Robert Rauschenberg, and 
Frank Stella; with regard to these 
artists, the collection is virtually 
unparalleled in breadth and quality. 
The exhibition includes Johns' 
Perilous Night (1982) and Spring 
(1986), Kelly s Dark Gray and White 
Panels (1977-19 78) and Red Curve 
(1986-1987), Lichtenstein's Cow 
Triptych (1974) and Bedroom at 
Aries (1992), Rauschenberg's Bypass
(1959) and Corinthian Covet (1980), 
and Stella's Marquis de Portago
(1960) and Mellieha Bay (1983).

In addition, the collection 
features masterworks of the New 
York school, including paintings 
by Willem de Kooning, Grace

Robert Rauschenberg, Brace, 1962, 

Robert and Jane Meyerhoff Collection, 

Phoenix, Maryland

Hartigan, Hans Hofmann, Franz 
Kline, Jackson Pollock, Ad Rein- 
hardt, Mark Rothko, and Clyfford 
Still, along with the extraordinary 
Stations of the Cross (1958-19 66) 
by Barnett Newman. Other high 
points in the exhibition are major 
works by Jean Dubuffet, Howard 
Hodgkin, Julian Lethbridge, Brice 
Marden, Agnes Martin, Claes 
Oldenburg, and Terry Winters. 
The Meyerhoff Collection offers 
a panorama of art from the second 
half of the twentieth century.

PERMANENT COLLECTION NEWS

Skylight Replacement 
Project

Selected Italian paintings and 
sculpture have been relocated 
from the main floor galleries to 
the ground floor galleries because 
of the four-year West Building 
skylight and roof replacement 
project. During this first of four 
phases, galleries M-i through M-28, 
the West Building Sculpture Hall, 
and connecting lobby to the West 
Garden Court are closed. Access is 
still available from the Rotunda to 
areas beyond the closed galleries.

The West Building roof and 
skylight system has been in place 
since the National Gallery of Art 
opened 55 years ago. The new, 
energy-efficient skylights will 
provide greater protection for 
the collections while restoring 
a light-filled environment.

Micro Gallery

(dosedMay 15, 21, and 22) 
West Building, main floor, 
Micro Gallery

The National Gallery of Art's 
Micro Gallery is the most compre­ 
hensive interactive, multimedia 
computer system in an American 
art museum. Visitors with little or 
no computer experience can use it 
to discover new ways to view the 
permanent collection and expand 
their appreciation of art at the 
touch of a computer screen. Thir­ 
teen computers have been installed 
in the redesigned art information 
room near the West Building Mall 
entrance.

Visitors are able to see in magni­ 
fied detail nearly every work of art 
on display in the permanent collec­ 
tion. In addition, thousands of 
pathways allow users to follow 
subjects, artists, geographic areas, 
time periods, a pronunciation guide 
with sound, and more. Visitors can 
design a personal tour of the collec­ 
tion and print it out to use as a 
guide in the galleries.

Spring in Budapest: Hungarian 
Film in Retrospect

The films in this series represent a 
capsule history of Hungarian cin­ 
ema, one of the oldest and richest 
film cultures in the world. The 
selections were made by Magda 
Zalan, Hungarian-born journalist 
and author, with assistance from 
filmmaker Sandor Simo, currently 
the director of Hunnia Filmstudio 
in Budapest. (Mr. Simo will be pre­ 
sent to introduce Mephisto on May 
4.) While films by directors Istvan 
Szabo and Miklos Jancso are rela­ 
tively well known in this country, 
this series also includes works by 
important film artists such as 
Karoly Makk, Zoltan Fabri, and 
Zoltan Huszarik whose films are 
not widely shown here.
